Some ways the Festival can be improved are:
· More tickets – we only had 2 per person; at least 2 of any ticket – we can’t send kids alone

· The program should say if full-length or showcase; the program should also say “Also offered at…”; more appropriate performances (ex: Sweeney Todd sexuality at beginning, ex: homosexuality in Urinetown); all-state = straight play/drama, not always a musical, think about 4 year experience of students in theatre
· ISU needs to supply guest internet log-in

· We received only 1 ticket to some shows – this makes it hard to insist upon the buddy system. The Friday evening improve performances were combined, but them my group was turned away because itw as too full (they were not late). 
· More workshops available geared for the sponsor/teacher

· When a school brings a show, check to see how many students are involved in the production so the other students from that school are not without tickets.
· Cross check number of tickets needed and number of cast members in a show so the non-cast members of a school have tickets to see plays.

· More maps to show how to get to other areas.

· Schedule – avoid overlapping performances

· More involvement from south of Springfield
· I was a bit disappointed in the quality of some of the school plays. Make sure we that we have at least one ticket per day per participant.
· Registration open earlier on Thursday. We came at 3pm, there were people in there, but they turned us away.
· Hold all tickets for small shows and divide them to schools as they get there – first come, first served.

· I wish we would take the time to teach and reinforce proper theatre etiquette.
· Make sure all materials are age appropriate (play tickets for plays I wanted to see weren’t available. Certain times plays were full. Just routine time/scheduling conflicts. Trouble choosing workshop and plays running concurrently and not offered any other time.
· Be sure ticket distribution has at least 2 per play (we do not want students walking alone) and enough evening show tickets for each participant. Also – callbacks for senior auditions: I like the letter format rather than posting. Improve – get letters back faster (preset on computer so they could be turned around faster). Many senior (tech from 1:45pm session) did not get their forms until 9pm – colleges were gone and even though the students were told to come see them Saturday, some could not because of All-State tickets. These students are at a disadvantage.
· Do no schedule events that overlap – there needs to be 15 minutes between showcase and workshops. Have someone/two on swap committee organizing the pre-swap line area for those waiting as well as exhibitors/college reps. The choices for Saturday afternoon were extremely sparce. Those schools who have All-state tickets earlier than Sat PM should not be treated so badly. Where are the acting/character development basic workshops? The few that were offered happened to be in time conflict with the plays my students had chosen. Quit assuming that all Festival participants have had lots of basic theatre training. Wants more improv training. 
· Wish sidewalks were cleared better. Workshops on building drama program-ground up. Currently these workshops offered are more advanced than my school with a small group of kids, no tech crew, no tech equipment.

· I wish my administration understood how important the Festival was to Theatre kids and let us attend without hassle. Don’t know if you have suggestions for that.
